 Women compete to become Zone 5 Amateur and/or Zone 5 Senior Champion.  
Women can enter either the Amateur or the Senior, or both (to enter Senior, must be 
50 years of age on May 31, 2010). Max. Handicap Factor 18.1. 

 Play is from the Championship tees.  Gross & Net Scores. 
 The Champion and Runner-up in each tournament will form the Team representing 

Zone 5 in the Provincial Championships. Sudden death playoff to determine 
Champion if tied after 36 holes.  

  
II. HANDICAP CHAMPIONSHIP (FLIGHTED) 
 Women compete to become Zone 5 Handicap Champion. Winners in each handicap 

group (flight).  Play is from the forward tees.  Net scores only.

III. NET TOURNAMENT   
 A tournament for women with higher handicaps.  18 hole stroke play.  Played on a 9-

hole course.  Open to all Zone 5 BCGA women members with a Handicap Factor of 
18.2 to 40.4 as of closing date.  

 Date & Place:  Thursday, July 15th at Prospect Lake Golf Club 
 Cost: $60 per player (includes a buffet and prize presentation following 

Tournament).  

 
IV.  FOURSOMES 
 A partnership tournament held on five different courses.  Alternate tees and shots.  

Partnership Handicap Factor is ½ combined handicap factor, must be 26.8 or lower 

with no more than 10 points difference between the partner’s factors.  Qualifying 
round is stroke play.  Field then cut to lowest 80 pairs.  Next 4 days are match play 
in flights.  2 days of match play guaranteed.
